1.2 Motion put, and in the absence of any objections, declared CARRIED that the 
election of the Lord Mayor of Westminster for the ensuing Year be deferred to 
an extraordinary meeting on the 9 September 2021.

that Councillor Angela Harvey be elected as Relief Chairman.
